this Notice of Race and by the Sailing Instructions.

6. FEE—Entry fee is $20.00 per person. Entry fee includes, racing, lunch and trophies 
 
7. FORMAT AND ELIGIBILITY— A sailor’s school must be registered with 

PCISA/ISSA in order to compete. All teams must compete for a PCISA/ISSA 
registered school. 

 
8. BOATS—Competitors must bring their own boats, blades, standing and running 

rigging, sails and any other equipment necessary to sail.  All boats and sails will be 
inspected to make sure they are “race worthy”.  (Please, no beaters).  There may be a 
limited number of charter boats available.  Please contact Richard Feeny for more 
information regarding charters. 

 



9. MEDICAL RELEASE/CONSENT FORM—The entry form, and a parent 
consent/waiver of liability and medical release form must be completed for each 
competitor prior to competing.  No competitor will be allowed on the water without 
these forms. 

 
10. SAILING AREA—The sailing area will be San Francisco Bay.  This may, at the sole 

discretion of the Race Committee, be changed to reflect wind and weather conditions.
