1 Rules

1.1 The regatta will be governed by the Racing Rules of Sailing 2005-2008, the ISSA procedural Rules, this Notice of Race and the Sailing Instructions. The regatta is classified as a Category A event.

2 Eligibility

2.1 All team members must attend the same high school. There will be only one team per school. Schools must be members of PCISA. Teams and skippers may not have sailed in any Gold fleet regattas during the 2004-2005 season. Teams must be accompanied by a designated adult team leader/chaperone recognized by the school. 
3 Entry, Entry Fees, Charter Fees
3.1 Eligible schools must email their intent to compete to Jerelyn Biehl at scira@cox.net, no later than 8 April 2005. 

3.2 Entry forms and waiver forms must be completed at the regatta site during registration. Entry fees will be $50.00 per team entry, $100.00 per charter with a $300.00 damage deposit. Included in the entry fee is a trophy presentation snack, and trophies.
4 Boats, Charters
4.1 Each team is responsible for providing one class legal CFJ. There will be an inspection of boats prior to racing in the event. Charter requests must be included with the team’s intent to compete. Sails will be provided by PCISA.

6 Race Area

6.1 The sailing area will be the Glorietta Bay, immediately off Coronado Yacht Club docks.

6.2 Spectators, coaches and team members will be able to watch from CYC docks, and the beaches along the Coronado golf course. 
7 Courses 

7.1 Courses will be in accordance with ISSA Procedural rules. 

7.2 One complete round robin will be attempted. Two races will be sailed in each division, then rotate boats and divisions. 

8 Judging/Protests

8.1 Judges or observers may be on the water acting in accordance with ISSA Procedural Rules, Appendix 4. Protests shall be in accordance with ISSA Procedural Rules Part VI. 
9 Scoring

9.1 Scoring shall be In accordance with ISSA Procedural Rules. 

10 Housing and Food

10.1 Teams are responsible for their own housing and food. There will be a snack provided at the trophy presentation. 

11 Parking and Conduct at Coronado Yacht Club

11.1 Parking at Coronado Yacht Club is very limited. Trailers may be offloaded, and left in the lot. Non-members must park in the designated South parking lot or on the street immediately adjacent to the yacht club. 
11.2 People watching from CYC docks must remember to treat property and members with the utmost of respect. All trash must be picked up. Docks must not be overloaded. Observing from members boats without specific permission is prohibited. 

11.3 No contestant shall use, either on or off the water, alcoholic beverages, or use any controlled substances, the possession of which is unlawful. Infringements of this regulation or any other discipline expectations during April 15-17, 2005 may be the basis for disciplinary action. Discipline problems and enforcement of this regulation will be handled promptly by an adult discipline hearing board which will consist of three members; the regatta chairman or designee, a member of the PCISA board or designee, and the chairman of the protest committee or designee. This board shall, at a time and place selected, meet to hear any problems and its decision to impose scoring penalties, or any other sanctions it deems appropriate, including summary removal from the regatta, shall be final and without appeal permitted.
12 Coaching

12.1 Team leaders, parents, advisors, coaches and/or other support personnel may not go afloat in the sailing area during the conduct of the regatta. Coaching will be done at the rotation area of the CYC docks only. The penalty for failure to comply with this requirement may be up to disqualification of all boats, competitors and teams associated with the infringing personnel.
13 Prizes

13.1 Prizes will be awarded to the top three teams.
